The Masters of Arts Program in Middle East
Studies (MAPMES) is an intensive one-year MA
program in English. It covers several disciplinary
fields that together facilitate in-depth knowledge
of the Middle East-its history, societies, cultures,
economics and politics.
 
MAPMES offers intensive seminar classes and
the study of Arabic and Hebrew. Students are
invited to the department's international
workshop, which focuses on cutting-edge topics
in the study of the Middle East, and to an area
study-tour to one of the countries in the region.
The program is opened to a selected group of
students from all over the world, which would
later pursue doctoral studies or work in
government and non-government organizations.
No prior knowledge of the area is assumed, but
the motivation of students to stand to the
challenge of inter-disciplinary study environment
is required. MAPMES therefore has three aims:
To provide students with an in-depth familiarity
and interdisciplinary understanding of the region.
To familiarize students with up-to-date theory
and methodology as they engage in research into
different aspects of life in the Middle East.

 Financial Aid

MAPMES awards a limited number of merit-
based scholarships to students who have been
accepted to the program. Students who send
their applications by April 1st are automatically
considered for such scholarships. Need-based
scholarships are also available. If you want to
be considered for the latter please enclose a
letter explaining your situation when you file
your application.
