MEXICO CITY

Mexico City was founded in 1525 by the 
Spanish Conquistador Hernan Cortez. Af-
ter defeating the Aztecs, he built a new city 
on the ruins of the Aztec capital Tenochtitlán. 
The Aztecs themselves had built their city in 
the 1300’s on an island in the middle of Lake 
Texcoco. Legend says that this site was se-
lected because the Aztecs found and eagle 
atop a cactus eating a snake– a sign that they 
should end their wanderings and build a city. 

Today Mexico City is the cultural, geo-
graphical and political heart of Mexico. Monu-
ments, parks, fountains and great tree lined 
avenues are everywhere you are likely to visit 
within the city. Skyscrapers sit beside splendid 
examples of colonial architecture, archeological 
sites share space with modern day structures 
and freeways lead to charming neighborhoods 
of colonial buildings and peaceful plazas.  Mu-
seums are around just about every corner and 
the rich heritage of México’s colonial past is evi-
dent almost everywhere.

PROGRAM OPTIONS

Group Program. Study Spanish for 4 lessons 
per day (6 students max per group). All classes 
will be in groups with a maximum 6 students per 
class, 20 lessons per week. Students will have 
highly structured grammar lessons, interactive 
activities, conversation and written exercises. 
Specific homework assignments are given daily 
and every student is evaluated on a weekly basis. 
Overall this program has been very highly rated.

Private Spanish Classes: Study Spanish for 4 
lessons per day (private instruction). If you need 
to learn Spanish fast, this is your best choice. 
This program is a private 4 lesson course di-
rected towards the student’s individual needs. 
It is designed for people who need to learn as 
much Spanish as possible in a short period of 
time or prefer something very intensive, and is 
structured to meet the student’s specific needs 
regarding grammar, vocabulary, and culture. 

ACCOMMODATIONS

Homestay. An important part of your Spanish 
language immersion experience includes the op-
portunity to live with a Mexican host family. The 
Spanish language school has a carefully selected 
group of families who will help to make your stay in 
Mexico City a unique and enjoyable experience.

The host families: The families are all middle 
class by local standards. The families are lo-
cated in the neighborhoods immediately sur-
rounding the Spanish language school. Most 
host families are within a 10-15 minute walk 
from the school. Participants choosing to stay 
with a family should recognize that a certain 
degree of flexibility will be required to ad-
just to the Mexican customs and way of life.

CULTURAL ACTIVITIES

The school provides a variety of activities 
to help  our students learn more about Mexico 
City, Mexico and the culture. Each week the 
school will provide at least 2-3 cultural activi-
ties. Activities may include “intercambios” with 
locals, a Friday night conversation club, a trip 
to a museum, etc. Each of these activities will 
help you to learn more about the area while at 
the same time meeting locals.
